Year 3 Start Right Homework Workbook focuses on The New Zealand Curriculum Level Two.
The New Zealand Curriculum Level Two typically relates to Year 3 and Year 4 students (7-year-old
and 8-year-old students).

The book has 40 Units of work (one for each week of the school year). Each Unit is based on a theme
of interest. Units include activities in the Learning Areas of English, Mathematics, Science, Social
Studies, Health, Technology and Art. English activities include reading skills (understanding, inferring,
organising), writing exercises, grammar, punctuation, alphabet and dictionary, listening, viewing and
presenting skills.

The abilities of Year 3 children can vary, so the exercises are for children to use independently or with
some guidance.

The content is primarily designed to support and consolidate classroom teaching. It is hoped that

the exercises will motivate and encourage further independent learning and research. The book will
provide opportunities for discussion about learning between parents and children. Teachers wiill find
the Units useful to support topics introduced during the year. The answers are at the back of the book
so the work can be marked at home.
